Reflections on Euromaidan in

Canada or why you should get

up, brave the cold and stop

making excuses

Euromaidan is now in its fourth week
and going stronger than ever. I recall
with amusement the half-dozen or so
people, including a university professor
who told me with complete and utter
confidence: “this won’t last a week.
Eventually people will get cold, tired
and go home. Ukrainians are passive.”

Evidently someone missed out on the

centuries of Ukrainian struggle for
sovereignty and  freedom.  The

“passive” weren’t they? I'd like to think
that Ukraine’s greatest heroes: Baida,
Shevchenko,
Petlura, Bandera are watching what is

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Being a student in Canada, it occurred
to me that Ukraine’s revolutions always
fall in late November/early December,
smack in the middle of exams (thanks a
lot Yanukovich).

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LED Technology &
EuroMaidan — What’s the
Connection?

This summer, I had the privilege of
working for a fundraising campaign to
light up Edmonton’s historic High Level
Bridge with thousands of programmable
LED lights. The campaign to “Light
The Bridge” has individuals or
businesses donate or “buy-a-bulb” on
the bridge and we’ll tell them exactly
where their bulb is located. When lit in
2014, this bridge will beautify a century
old landmark and will be a symbol that
when a community comes together, big
and bright things can happen. However,
an LED-lit bridge can serve a much
bigger purpose than just for decoration.
The advancement of LED technology
has made it possible for LED lights to
change any colour and the possibilities
are pretty much endless. When lit,
Edmontonians can expect the bridge to
be pink for Breast Cancer Awareness,
green/red for Christmas, and even
blue/yellow for Ukraine’s Independence
Day, or blue/white/red for the French
Bastille Day. Public LED lights can
serve as a very visible awareness tool,
and although the technology makes it
possible, I would say that we have not
utilized it enough as a promotional
awareness method.

Our community, not only in
Edmonton, including those who are in
charge of programming the lights, need
to take advantage of what this can do for
a cause. I recognize that other cities
have had a landmark lit up in blue and
yellow to support the Ukrainian people
for EuroMaidan, and I hope more of
that continues. If you have a landmark,
building, or publically visible structure
that is fitted with LED lights, call, ask,
email, or petition those who have the
final say. Ask them to light it up in blue
and yellow. Let them know that by
flicking a switch, a cause such as
EuroMaidan can gain social media
attention, attention through the BBC
(baba-bab6i-Ckasama Breaking News),

and the attention that is desperately
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needed for the protesters as a sign that
they are being supported across the
world. Remember, if you are successful
in flicking the switch in blue and yellow
(or other colours for other causes)...use
social media to your advantage, and let
everyone know the significance those

lights bring.

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100 Years: Spirit Lake &
Internment Awareness

Camp  Spirit  Lake  Internment
Interpretive Centre, located 600 km
from Montreal, is the first museum at a
former internment centre to have
opened in Canada and is open to visitors
year-round. The centre’s mission is to
preserve, protect and interpret an
internment camp in La Ferme, Quebec.
Although currently a historical site,
Spirit Lake was once the second largest
camp out of the 24 camps set up in
Canada during the First World War. It
held over 1200 of the 8,579 labeled as
“enemy aliens” by the Canadian
government and used the internees to
develop Canadian infrastructure as
“forced-labourers”. The infrastructure
development program was beneficial to
Canadian corporations, having
developed industries such as logging,
steel mills, and mining. Incredibly, the
forced labour continued two years after
the war. The effect on the mainly
Ukrainian  internees,  who
imprisoned solely based on
ethnicity, was traumatizing.

Since its opening in November 2011,
Spirit Lake has had more than 14,000
visitors from all over Quebec, Canada
and Europe, becoming one of the most
recommended places to wvisit in
Quebec’s official tourist guide. It is also
the site of Yurij Luhovy’s films Ukrainians
i Quebec, on Ukrainian settlement in
Quebec from 1891 to 1945 and Freedom

Had a Price, on the internment of
Ukrainian immigrants in Canada.
Importantly, the Centre works closely
with many groups in Quebec, especially
the Regional School Boards, Regional
and Provincial Service Clubs, and the
Ukrainian CGanadian Congress Quebec
Provincial Council, thus having a
profound impact on internment
awareness in the province. With the
100t anniversary  of  internment
approaching, the McGill Ukrainian
Students’ Association (MUSA) will
organize a trip to the Centre in order to
commemorate those who were unjustly
interned under Canada’s War Measures
Act (1914-1920).

As we approach this 100t anniversary, it
is important we both reflect on the
progress that has been made in
recognizing this injustice but also the
work that still remains. Formal
admittances and apologies by the
government of Canada have come only
in the last decade: the passing of Bill C-
331 “Internment of Persons of
Ukrainian Origin Recognition Act” in
2005 and the Canadian First World
War Internment Recognition Fund in
2008 have both been important steps in
addressing these injustices. As well, the
work of the Endowment Council has
made some initial steps — including the
establishment of internment centers,
publishing of books, and the accrual of
online resources. As we move forward,

hopefully we will begin to more

systematically  integrate  internment
f-A
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awareness into the school curriculum
and at universities in a nation-wide
campaign as well as continue to push for
its prominent and permanent display in
the Canadian Museum for Human
Rights. While it is extremely important
to remember human rights injustices
committed by regimes and people
abroad, let us ensure that the stories of
the victims of injustices committed on
Canadian soil — in residential schools,
internment of other ethnicities (Japanese
in 1941 and the Quebecois in 1970),
among others — be shared and
recognized in our country’s narrative
history.
